There are lots of ways to educate yourself on the Internet. You can find photos, documents, and films on almost any topic you can imagine. And at www.ted.com, you can access lectures by artists, scholars, designers, technicians and others.
TED began in 1984 as a conference that brought together individuals from the fields of technology, entertainment and design. It was intended to be a one-time event focusing on technology and design. The event ended up losing money, and it was six years before the founders tried it again. This time it worked, and since 1990, the TED conference has been an annual event. There are now two held every year, with topics as diverse as music, medicine, and money. Other specialized spin-off conferences address narrower issues.

The TED website came from a desire to share the conferences with the world, to “offer free knowledge from the world’s most inspired thinkers,” as the website puts it. The current version of the site was launched in April 2007, and contains videos of talks given at the TED conferences around the world. The talks are transcribed into hundreds of languages. 

The TED website is owned by the Sapling Foundation, a non profit devoted to fostering the spread of great ideas. The Sapling foundation acquired TED in 2001. Since then, it has been focusing on using TED to broadcast ideas that might change the world.

TED, of course, isn’t immune to criticism. It’s been called elitist for its high ticket prices (more than 6,000 dollars total). It’s been accused by a few people of censorship for not publishing their talks. One controversial speaker was upset about being criticized by the conference’s host afterward.

The complaints, however, seem to be relatively few for such a large, long-running organization. And accusations of elitism ring hollow when so much is given away for free on TED’s website. Whatever its failings, TED is a source of inspirational information for those who seek it out.

When it comes to parenting, Chinese fathers say the most important role they play is that of the family chauffeur.  

In a survey of 500 Chinese fathers released earlier this week by communications company JWT, respondents ranked driving their children to extracurricular activities and to school first and second, respectively, as the main childcare responsibilities of the male in the family. More than two-thirds of Chinese fathers surveyed said they saw these tasks as their responsibilities, not their wives’.          

Fathers ranked handling doctor visits, disciplining children and helping with homework third through fifth on the list of daddy jobs.  

Zhang Xiaoyan, a housewife in Shanghai, complained that driving the children is the only task her husband does at home. Men are under greater stress to support the family by working long hours, so they want “easy” tasks that don't involve a lot of thinking, she said. 

Since those long hours prevent many fathers from spending much time with their children, they don’t want to be the one to scold them for not doing their homework, she added.    

  “They want to make up for not being there most of the time, and they want to be the good cop,” Ms. Zhang said. “So moms are always the bad cop, which is fine because kids have a stronger bonding with us.”   

Kids have long been an obsession in China, but the chatter (喋喋不休) about family has increased this past week after the government announced that it would ease restrictions on its longstanding policy of restricting most families to having just one child.    

Fathers’ roles have also been featured in the media limelight in recent weeks after a reality show called “Where Are We Going, Dad?” became a hit last month on Chinese television and the online video site Tudou.  

The show, which is an adaptation of a Korean reality series of the same name, takes five celebrity dads and their young kids to the countryside where the father-son duos compete against one another in various tasks.     

Many Chinese moms, like Ms. Zhang, have encouraged their husbands to watch the show, hoping it will inspire them to be more active in parenting duties.

“A drunk mind speaks a sober heart” is a saying often attributed to French Enlightenment philosopher Jean-Jaques Rousseau, himself quite a drunk. The idea is that when we are drunk we lose our inhibitions（压抑）and allow ourselves to verbalize our true thoughts and feelings. But is the saying true? Should we take people’s drunken behavior as evidence of their true character?

Personal experience says no. 

The person that somebody is when drunk has something to do with who they are when sober. But, everybody knows that there are things that they have a tendency for saying and doing drunk, which things they were neither inclined nor capable of doing sober. To bring that home, here are some things that I have done at some point or another when drunk: 

-called my least favorite person my best friend; 

-spent several minutes trying to unlock my neighbors' door with my key. They have a bright red door. I do not; 

-proposed to a stranger.

Yet, I genuinely do not want to be friends with my least favorite person. I genuinely did not want to marry that stranger. So, the claim doesn’t make sense. It simply isn't the case when I am drunk. 

____________says no. 

On his conquest, Alexander the Great held a drinking contest among his soldiers. When it was over, 42 people had died from alcohol poisoning. It was not the intention of anyone’s “sober heart” to have several dozen people enthusiastically poison themselves to death. Enough said.

Neuroscience says no. 

Neuroscience tells us that alcohol affects the Hippocampus (memory center) of our brain, which is why we black out, the motor cortex（运动中枢）, which is why we stumble, and the neofrontal cortex. That last one is the part of the brain most responsible for reasoning and judgment that Homo Sapiens are especially good at.

The fact is that drunkenness is not a passive process. It does not simply tear down our inhibitions and let loose desires that were already there. It is an active chemical process that changes nearly every part of our brain. Since our brain is who we are, alcohol does not simply let out our true, unchanged selves. It changes who we are. 

Alcohol makes us happy, dizzy, enthusiastic, sociable and loud. It is a complicated drug with all sorts of good and bad effects. But it does not make us genuine. It just makes us dumb.

So does a drunk mind speak a sober heart? No. When we drink, not even our hearts are sober.

From where I stand, whatever changes take place, we should try our best to learn English well.

I totally understand the father’s reactions in the article. He might have reflected he himself had done wrong somewhere so that his son wasn’t frank with him and that it was his own fault. The deep love and concern toward his child is vividly conveyed in his self criticism.


This story reminds me of an unforgettable experience. One weekend, last year, I was supposed to attend an enrichment class. Somehow, it was cancelled. Instead of staying at home, I lied to my mother and spent that whole afternoon hanging around with my friends. That evening when I got home, my angry mum, who actually had learned about the truth from my classmates earlier, taught me a good lesson. I ended up with my mum accompanying me to every enrichment class. I was really sad to have lost my mum’s trust.

From this experience, I have realized that telling lies can do nothing but worsen our faults. Any attempt to lie will get us to risk losing the trust from others. Therefore, we should face our mistakes bravely and deal with the troubles before they get worse. No one will refuse to forgive a sincere person who has righted the wrongs. 
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
